
Contest Rules:

The card must 
have your name, date of guess, mailing address, and ZIP code printed on it.  

3. NOTIFICATION/VERIFICATION OF WINNERS AND DELIVERY OF PRIZES: Prize winners will be notified via the United 
States Postal Service. Prize Winners will be sent the prize via United States Postal Service.
